This course comprised of eleven modules (lessons) mainly aim at providing deep
knowledge about integrated transaction accounts. First module starts with an
overview on SNA main concepts and sequence accounts, second module introduces

the 2008 SNA-changes from 1993 SNA. Following modules demonstrate methods
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and techniques for compiling transaction accounts in the SNA 2008; and explains
and demonstrate techniques for using volume measures to break down key national
accounts aggregates using a system of price indices. Last module provides a short
brief on SDG (Goal 8) and GDP; and relationship between SNA and SEEA (System

of Environmental Accounts).
